The Inn at Montchanin Village is conveniently located in the Brandywine Valley 
midway from New York and Washington DC: five miles North West of 
Wilmington, Delaware, and 25 minutes South of the Philadelphia International 
Airport. It is close to all major museums such as Longwood Gardens, Winterthur 
Museum, Hagley Museum, Delaware Art Museum, Brandy Wine River Museum 
and more.

FROM I-95 NORTHBOUND 
Baltimore/Washington 
Follow I-95 North to Wilmington, take Exit 7 (Route 52, Delaware Ave.). From 
right lane take Exit 7 onto Adams St. At the 3rd traffic light (end of Adams St.) 
turn left onto Delaware Ave., Route 52 North. Stay immediately in the left lane at 
the fork of Delaware Ave. Follow Route 52 North for approximately 3 miles. At 
Route 100 North turn right. At the 3rd traffic light or after 1 mile you will see the 
second sign for the Inn at Montchanin Village, turn right and make a quick left 
for the Guest Registration. This is also the main Parking for the Inn and Krazy 
Kat's Restaurant. 
 
FROM I-95 SOUTHBOUND 
Philadelphia & Philadelphia International Airport 
Take I-95 South to I-495 South. Stay in the right lane to take Exit 6 (Route 92 
West, Naamans Rd. Proceed 5 miles to US Route 202. Stay in the right lane. 
Exxon gas station on your right, shopping-strip on the left. Stay in the right lane 
to cross Route 202 onto Route 92 West (Beaver Valley Rd). After 1/2 mile take 1st 
left following Route 92 West (Ramsey Rd). Stay on Route 92 for approximately 3 
miles until a 4-way-stop. Maintain the same direction and now you are on Route 
100. After 1 mile you will be at a traffic light at the Inn's entrance. Turn left, then 
immediately left again for the Guest Registration. This is also the main Parking 
for the Inn and Krazy Kat's Restaurant. 
 
FROM NEW YORK OR NEW JERSEY 
1. Via Delaware Memorial Bridge 
Take the New Jersey Turnpike South to Exit #1, (Delaware Memorial Bridge). 
Follow I-295 South to I-95 North. Take I-95 North to Wilmington, take Exit 7 
(Route 52). From right lane take Exit 7 onto Adams St. At the 3rd light (end of 
Adams St.) turn left onto Delaware Ave., Route 52 North. Stay immediately in 



the left lane at the fork of Delaware Ave. Follow Route 52 North for 
approximately 3 miles. At Route 100 North turn right. At the 3rd traffic light or 
after 1 mile you will see the second sign for the Inn at Montchanin Village, turn 
right, then immediately left for the Guest Registration. This is also the main 
Parking for the Inn and Krazy Kat's Restaurant. 
 
2. Via John Barry Commodore Bridge 
Take the new Jersey Turnpike South to Exit 2. After tollbooth turn left on Route 
322 and 526. Just passed the John Barry Commodore Bridge stay in the left lane 
and take Exit to I-95 South. Take I-95 South to I-495 South. Stay in the right lane 
to take Exit 6 (Route 92 West, Naamans Rd.). Proceed 5 miles to US Route 202. 
Stay in the right lane. Exxon gas station on your right, shopping-strip on the left. 
Stay in the right lane to cross Route 202 onto Route 92 West (Beaver Valley Rd.). 
After 1/2 of mile take first left following Route 92 West (Ramsey Rd.). Stay on 
Route 92 for approximately 3 miles until a 4-way-stop. Maintain the same 
direction and now you are on Route 100 South. After 1 mile you will be at a 
traffic light at the Inn's entrance. Turn left and immediately left again for the 
Guest Registration. This is also the main Parking for the Inn and Krazy Kat's 
Restaurant. 
 
FROM PENNSYLVANIA - ROUTE 1 KENNETT SQUARE & LONGWOOD 
GARDENS AREA 
From US Route 1 to Route 52 (on the left coming from US 1 North - on right from 
US 1 South). Continue for approximately 6 miles. Pass the Wilmington Country 
Club on left and the Methodist Country House on the right, at the next light 
make a left on Kirk Rd. (Route 82 East). Less than 1 mile at the T shape 
intersection is Route 100. The Inn's sign is in front. Pass straight through the light 
and turn immediately left for the Guest Registration. This is also the main 
Parking for the Inn and Krazy Kat's Restaurant. 
 
FROM ROUTE 202/ CONCORD PIKE - TRAVELLING SOUTH ON ROUTE 202 
FROM PENNSYLVANIA INTO DELAWARE. 
After 1 mile into Delaware, at the intersection of Beaver Valley Rd. (Route 92 
West) make a right. Exxon gas station is on your left. After 1/2 of mile make first 
left following Route 92 West (Ramsey Rd.). Stay on Route 92 West for 
approximately 3 miles until 4-way-stop. Maintain the same direction and now 
you are on Route 100. After 1 mile you will be at a traffic light at the Inn's 
entrance. Turn left, then immediately left again for the Guest Registration. This is 
also the main Parking for the Inn and Krazy Kat's Restaurant. 
 
FROM THE WILMINGTON TRAIN STATION 
From underneath the railroad track on French St., crossover the Martin Luther 
King Blvd. to the 2nd light. Make a left onto 2nd St. and continue to Orange St. 
Make a right onto Orange St. Follow Orange St. to 12th St. Make a left on 12th St. 



that eventually becomes Route 52 (Pennsylvania Ave.). Stay in left lane at the 
fork of Delaware Ave. Follow Route 52 North for approximately 3 miles. At 
Route 100 turn right. At the 3rd traffic light or 1 mile, you will see a second sign 
for the Inn at Montchanin Village, turn right and make a quick left for the Guest 
Registration. This is also the main Parking for the Inn and Krazy Kat's 
Restaurant. 
  
Wilmington about two hours by car from New York City and Washington D.C. 
and is easily accessible from I-95. Amtrak serves the Wilmington train station 
and the Philadelphia International Airport is just 40 minutes by car.
